In 1984, a Swiss publication promated itself as "the most comprehensie and innovative series on
conternporary art worldwide. " b took the name Parkett. Idiomatic expressions in Swiss-German that
contained the term "parkett," meaning parquet, were used to dencte: the ability to move in any
polticalfsocietyfcircles; thewill o make oneseff a ease in any poltical/society/ circles; the orchestration
of & briliant performance.  Tinenty-eight years after the founding of the Swiss publication, an anline
platform took the name moquetes.net it understond tsef to be an authonzed transgression, one that
explicitly reinforced the conternparary art worldwide that it irnically debunked. This performance,
which aspired to be briliant, was meant to fil avoid and bring to life historical tensions othenuise unno-
ticed. b wes, indeed, dirtywork, but someane had to do it Unlike Parkett, moquetes.net did not
collaborate with compelling international artists. & did not publish books, monographic portraits or
essays by renoumed authors, | did nat sponsor the creation of signed and numbered editions, And for
